Dear Parents/Caregivers,

Next Wednesday (10 April) sees our first Visiting Performer for 2019, This is called
Science in a Van. We generally hold one 'Visiting Performer’ event each term, and in
most cases our families pay the VP Charge at the start of the year, with stationery
costs etc.

In some cases, families choose to run on a ‘pay as you go’ system, which means making
a decision as each show comes up, and paying for that show only. We will send a
notice home tomorrow to those families who have the opportunity to ‘pay as you go.’

If you choose to pay for the Science in a Van performance as a one off, the cost will be
$7.00. This can be paid at the office, or by Kindo, or on-line. Payment should be made
by Tuesday 09 April,
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A couple of weeks ago, we mentioned the Text Alert system that we have at
Everglade School. This enables us to send out a text to families in the case of an
emergency situation. We have trialled this system in past years, and will be doing the
same on Friday 05 April at 11.30 am. Messages should arrive on your phone by
mid-day, if not before.

If your mobile phone is linked to the text alert system,
you will get a simple message saying ‘This is a test
message - do not reply.’ If you get this message, all is
good. If you don’t get the message, and you think you
have provided correct details, please contact us after
the scheduled time and confirm your details.

The text alert system is maintained in the hope that
we only have to use it for testing, and never for the real thing.
