Out of Zone Enrolments - Please Take Note. 

If you live outside the school’s enrolment zone, and you have an older child enrolled here, 

that is all fine. If you want to enrol a younger sibling, ​THIS IS NOT AUTOMATIC. 

Any child who lives outside the school’s zone ​must apply for an Out Of Zone Enrolment 

Place, whether they have an older sibling here or not. 

We hold one Out of Zone Ballot each year, at the start of Term Four. This year’s ballot will 

cover from October 2019 to October 2020. There will not be another ballot until October 

2020. That means if your child is turning five between these dates, you must apply by end of 

September. 

If this information applies to you, please contact the office to get an ​Out of Zone Application
