With winter rolling in, we are starting to see an increase in the amount of clothing 

being worn, and also being left behind.  

Here are a few handy hints and reminders: 

 

★ NAME IT   NAME IT    NAME IT!  

If it’s something your child will probably take off, 

make sure your write their name on it. This would 

include: Polar Fleece jerseys, Outdoor Jackets and Kids Can Raincoats. 

If you think your child won’t take off something because you told them not to, 

you may want to think again. Children are experts at leaving things behind. 

If an item is named, there is a ​MUCH GREATER CHANCE​ that it will get back to 

its owner 

★ If you want your child to wear tights, please make sure they are either navy 

blue or black. 

★ Long pants should be Everglade pants only. No track pants or other forms of 

clothing, please. 

★ Children should not be wearing ‘other’ sweatshirts, hoodies or jerseys in place 

of school uniform. They have the choice of Polar Fleece jersey, Everglade Jacket, 

Kids Can ‘Warriors’ raincoat or any genuine lined outdoor jacket. 

★ Socks should be short, as in ankle socks. Long socks up to the knees are not part 

of our uniform. If warmth is needed, tights or long pants will achieve this. 

 

 

Like all ‘uniform’ schools, we take pride in seeing our pupils presenting themselves 

well. This involves setting and maintaining expectations, and we appreciate the 

support of our families in keeping our standards high.
