Measles can be dangerous for children and adults. If you or your child/children 

have not had a measles vaccine, please see your doctor. You need to be aware 

that it will not protect you against measles until two weeks after the vaccine 

has been administered. These vaccinations are ​FREE​ at your GP. 

If your children are vaccinated, they won’t need to stay home if there is 

measles here at school.
